C.RESOLUTION 2016-14 A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING AND AMENDING
CERTAIN FEES FOR PLANNING AND ZONING SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE
VILLAGE OF JOHNSTOWN AND SETTING ASIDE ALL OTHER FEES PREVIOUSLY
ESTABLISHED.

This resolution amends certain fees charged by the village of Johnstown. The major change seen
is a reduction in the charge for a Certificate of Appropriateness.




Mr. Main inquired on Preliminary and Final Planned Unit Development Plan fees and said in his
experience it costs more for the preliminary than the final; Mr. Lenner agreed there is significant
more time spent for a preliminary than a final and that he would further evaluate the charges.

Public Hearing: Mayor Staneart opened the floor to the public. Ryan Green, resident - 228
Redwood - spoke as a solicitor that sells door to door and said that fees for solicitation are much
higher in other communities and the village could easily up the fee. Staff will research other
communities and what they charge for solicitation. No-one spoke further on the resolution and
Mayor Staneart closed the floor.

Mayor Staneart requested the legislation be tabled to allow staff time to further review the fees
discussed.

Finance Director’s Report to Council
April 19, 2016

1. Total 2016 Income Tax revenues collected to-date is greater than 2015 to-date by $55,000 (collected
$494,000 so far in 2016).

2. Insurance on Pumps. | have submitted the claim to our insurance company for the Leafy Dell lift station
pumps and | am awaiting their review. Total cost of repairs = $32,810. More details will be provided as
they become available.

3. Electronic Data storage. | met with a representative from Mid-Ohio Strategic Technologies about their
electronic data storage offerings. We continue to use large amounts of storage space for boxes of water
payments, invoices, payroll records, financial information, zoning maps, ordinances, police records, etc.
Moving to an electronic storage center is an idea | feel would benefit the Village. More information
regarding cost and usefulness of this offering will be provided as available.

4. Real Property Tax Exemption application. We have filed Form DTE 23 with Licking County Auditor and
the State of Ohio for consideration of exempting the Village from paying property tax on the trailhead
property. This is the property that is currently being leased to the Village from the T.J. Evans
Foundation. If approved, we would save $3,215.66 annually. | will pass along the decision as soon as |
have it.

5. Jeyes US Holdings, Inc located at 8860 Smith’s Mill Road. Jeyes has been submitting payroll withholding
taxes to Johnstown during 2015. The company was never required to submit any taxes to
Johnstown. Total amount remitted erroneously to Johnstown is $59,999.18, which we need to return to
New Albany. Johnstown has already received this money via monthly tax distributions from RITA. New
Albany has offered to allow us to remit the amount in six installments of $10K each until the exact
amount stated above is returned, beginning with the April 2016 distribution and ending with the
September 2016 distribution. My contact at RITA has communicated with Jeyes’ tax representatives to
ensure that they are clear on where to remit withholding tax. This should not be a problem going

forward.

6. Open Gov. The annual cost for OpenGov has increased from $4,000 to $5,700. This is an important note
if we decide to purchase the software. We have not entered into any commitments at this time.

7. Utility Billing Clerk/Administrative Assistant Search. We have received twelve (12) applications for the
position. The timeframe for collecting applications has ended and the interview process is currently
underway.
